 The day after Halloween, Jason Cuellar and his mother, 
Magdalena, of Adrian were walking through Heritage Park when they saw 
something few 
 people will ever see: a bobcat. 
 
 Cuellar said they were walking down a path on the south side of 
the park near a swampy area with high brush around 2:45 p.m. when just 
ahead he saw the cat start climbing a tree that leaned over the trail. It left 
him speechless, only able to point at the cat to try to draw his motherôs 
attention to it. They had Cuellarôs nephewôs dog, a Pomeranian named 
Jax, with them, and it started barking, not at the cat, but at a woman 
coming toward them from the opposite direction.

 Cuellar said the cat appeared to be stalking Jax, keeping low as it climbed the tree. But it let them pass as they kept on going 
toward the swampy area. Heôs not sure if the other woman saw the cat. It was still in the tree when they came back. 
 
ñI kept looking back to see if it was following us,ò Cuellar said. 
 
They rounded a bend, then he remembered his cellphone has a camera in it, so he went back and was able to snap a picture of the 
cat as it sat in the tree, about 8 feet up and 10 to 15 feet away from him. It had grayish fur with spots on its body and stripes on its 
legs. Its tail was about 12 inches long. 
 
ñIt stared at me, and I kept looking back,ò he said. 
 
After talking with some people about it, he decided to contact a Michigan Department of Natur al Resources conservation officer 
and emailed the picture to him.  
 
Adam Bump, the DNRôs bear and furbearer specialist, said bobcats have been verified in every county in Michigan and are more 
populous north of Midland but are uncommon in the southern third  of the state. 
 
ñItôs a pretty rare thing for people to see them,ò he said. 
 
Bobcats typically weigh 15 to 30 pounds and can look larger because of their long fur, Bump said. They rarely have interactions 
with people and usually leave livestock alone, Bump said. Coyotes are more likely to kill livestock, he said, and heôs never heard of 
a bobcat attacking a person or pets. 
 
According to the University of Michiganôs Museum of Zoology website, bobcats are solitary  

animals with each having its own home range. They are usually nocturnal. 
 
If someone were to see a bobcat, Bump said to ñtry to take pictures, since youôre probably  

not going to see one (again).ò 
 
ñEnjoy the fact that you got to see one of the most reclusive animals in Michigan,ò he said.

As you forgive you shall be forgiven. That is the word of God. 

We often hold people because of something that happened in 

the past, never realizing that we are in turn holding ourselves. It 

takes a lot of energy to hate. When there is no forgiveness you 

must avoid the other person, talk about them, cringe at the sight 

of themé itôs just a long of focus, thought and energy. 

Forgiveness is good for the soul, psyche and body. It is an 

overall medication for oneôs life. Also, God wonôt forgive you, 

if you are un-willing to forgive someone else. The bible teaches 

that we receive forgiveness as we forgive. How often have you 

ready the discipleôs prayer in Matthew. Many of us have 

memorized it and can quote it without thinking to hard about it. 

Yet we miss the fundamental teaches therein. ñForgive us our 

debts as we forgive our debtors.ò Itôs so simplistic yet 

extremely hard to accomplish. For some strange reason we 

think that in order to forgive we must forget. Sorry folksé 

forgetting is an entirely different subject. Youôre not going to 
 

Forgeté so stop trying to connect forgiveness to forgetting. These are two separate elements. If you cut yourself and 

tend to the wound it will heal. However, it might leave a scar. Although the scar causes you no pain, it is still there. 

And every time you look at it you might remember how it was obtained, but youôll testify that it doesnôt hurt. 

Forgiveness is styled the same way. When someone cuts you, you bleed. Through Christ you might tend to the wound 

and see that it has healed. However you might notice that there is a scar. Many try to rub out the scar and become 

disappointed because the scar remains. However, the part to focus on is that the wound doesnôt hurt anymore. The 

absence of pain is the proof of forgiveness, not the erasing of a scar. The scar remains, but not the pain. Forgive!
